
 

In order to keep pace with the 

explosive growth of the Partner-

ship in the last five years, the 

leadership and structure of the 

organization has continued to 

change and adapt.  This led to 

the founding of the East Africa 

Partnership (EAP) as a non-profit 

501(c)3 in 2009, affiliated with, 

but independent from, the Los 

Ranchos Presbytery.  This rela-

tionship has freed the Presbytery 

from administrative burdens, 

kept continuity in leadership, 

and allowed the EAP to work 

closely with groups (including 

government agencies) who are 

unable to partner with a Presby-

tery.   

Now a similar organization, the 

East Africa Partnership Limited 

(EAPL), has been created in 

Kenya, blessing our partners 

there with the same benefits.  

The new organization is run by 

a nine-member Board.  Three 

of those members are elders in 

Limuru Presbytery, three are 

from the EAP and Los Ranchos, 

and three represent other min-

istry partners in Kenya.  This 

allows for broader leadership 

and gives voice to many of the 

other important members of 

the Partnership, while still 

maintaining the original part-

ners. 

Formed in June 2011, the EAPL 

has been very active, setting up 

Committees to oversee the 

activities of the Partnership 

and signing (Contõd on pg 7) 

Each time a team visits Kenya, 

we try to take the children in 

our Homes out for something 

special.  In the past it has 

been visiting the animals at 

the Nairobi Animal Orphanage 

and seeing the cultural dances 

of Kenyaõs diverse tribes.  This 

field trip was the most ambi-

tious yetñall the girls piled into 

a pair of (Contõd on pg 6)   
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In a remote village in Kenya a 

woman gave birth to a child, the 

first of a set of twins.  The umbili-

cal cord was cut, the baby 

cleaned, and labor stoppedñ

trapping the second child inside 

her.  It took nearly twenty hours 

for her family to get word to Willie 

Too, the Head Trainer in our med-

ical program.  When he heard of 

the emergency, he packed a 

medical bag and grabbed the 

keys to his motorcycle.  It took 

him nearly four hours to reach 

the woman, and Willie immedi-

ately began trying to induce labor.  

Miraculously, six hours later the 

second child was bornñtwins, sep-

arated by 30 hours.  The immedi-

ate response not only saved the 

childõs life, but the motherõs as 

well.   

The ability to respond to an emer-

gency or conduct mobile clinics 

using motorcycles is essential to 

the medical ministry.  Provided by 

Riders for Health, the bikes enable 

our workers to reach people that 

no one else can.  Willie saved two 

lives with his quick response and 

gave the gift of life to a family.

P o e t r y  f r o m  t h e  C h i l d r e n  



decision was made to proceed 

with the farming project. 

The direct responsibility for the 

project was given to Ken Cor-

nelison, a member of the EAPõs 

Farming and Irrigation team.  

Working with his 

counterparts in Ken-

ya, they came up with 

a budget for the pro-

ject, planned it out, 

and set it in motion.  

The labor was provid-

ed by the members of 

Nyeri Presbytery, the 

funding for irrigation 

was provided by the EAP, and 

the EAPõs tractor was used to 

prepare the land.   

Like nearly all of the EAPõs projects, the 

farm was designed to be self-

sustaining after the initial funding was 

put in.  Food is provided to the Home to 

help feed the children.  The excess is 

sold, and the income used to increase 

the amount of land being farmed, let-

ting the project continue to grow.  As 

the amount of land that is cultivated 

increases, so will the profit that can be 

used to support other programs. 

Now, almost exactly a year later, two 

full crops have been harvested, more 

land has been cleared, and cabbages 

and other vegetables have 

been delivered to the chil-

dren.  The EAPõs first venture 

into large-scale farming has 

proven successful,  In a few 

short months, thanks to the 

hard work of the EAPL, the 

Farming and Irrigation Com-

mittee, and Nyeri Presbytery, 

the dream has become a 

reality.   

The Honi farm will serve as a 

model as we expand our 

farming program to other potential sites.  

Seven different locations have already 

been evaluated and prioritized by the 

Farming and Irrigation team, including a  

5,000 acre plot near the Tana River, 

donated to the Partnership by the Gov-

ernment of Kenya.  These farming pro-

jects encompass many of the most im-

portant goals of the Partnership: provid-

ing employment for local workers, food 

for the kids and community, teaching 

irrigation and farming techniques, and 

raising funds to send our kids to school.   
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The Honi farming project at Nyeri has 

come a long way.  A year ago, it was just 

a dream, shared by the EAP and Nyeri 

Presbytery, that the land could be used 

to provide food and income to support 

the Tumaini Home in Nyeri.   

In November of 2010, a team visited 

the site, featuring engineers and farm-

ing experts, to evaluate 

the possibility of creat-

ing the first large-scale 

farming project for EAP.  

The land was perfectñ

20 acres of fertile soil, a 

year-round river running 

through the property, 

some irrigation systems 

already in place, and a 

partner in Nyeri Presby-

tery that could oversee the work.  The

Rev. Bildad is the Partnership coordinator for Nyeri Presbytery, and has served as their stated clerk for the past three years.  In 

addition to pastoring his own parish, Rev. Bildad also works as a tentmaker and holds a position in the government.  He is a 

strong leader, has grown the ministries of Nyeri Presbytery, and serves as the Vice-Chairman of EAPL.  

Elder Bernard MathanganiñFinance Chair 

Bernard is widely known as the best finance manager in PCEA.  He is serving as Finance Chair for EAPL, responsible for overseeing 

the financial well-being of the organization, auditing the incoming and outgoing funds, and planning the budgets and allocation of 

resources to the various projects.  His help will be solicited by every other Committee Chair as they work to make their projects 

financially feasible and self-sustaining.

Edith originally became involved in the Partnership when she came to the United States as a representative of the 

Womenõs Guild to raise money for the Girlsõ Home.  A former teacher, Edith is always surrounded by children.  She 

was the first woman treasurer and stated clerk of Limuru Presbytery.  She now serves as the Treasurer of EAPL. 

Dr. George NgatiriñEAPL Board 

Dr. Ngatiri just retired as the Provincial Minister for Health for the Central District of Kenya.  As PMOH, he was a leader in bringing 

preventative medicine to the country.  As a Presbyterian, he has served on the Medical Board and is eager to assume a larger role 

in the Partnership on the EAPL Board, continuing his life-long mission to improve the state of health care in his country. 



Their schools accepted our sponsorship 

foods and hired a tailor to make uni-

forms for all the children.  Friends of 

the children are using our funds to buy 

food and bring it to the Home.  The 

Municipal Councils have also delivered 

the food that we have provided.  So 

keep giving!

At this 

time, the Girls are unable to respond, 

but we brought back letters from the 

the next generation of policemen.  His 

life of service was not confined to the 

East Africa Partnership; Dick also 

served on the Board of Forest Home 

and supervised security for Billy Gra-

ham.  Recently he and his wife Doris 

celebrated their 60th 

year of marriage. 

The Dick Grace Scholar-

ship Program was 

named in his honor and 

continues to provide the 

benefits of education to 

approximately 20 stu-

dents a year.  Begun in 

2004, it has trans-

formed the lives of 

many young people in 

Kenya, many of whom have followed 

his example and now work with the EAP 

to help those less fortunate.  His family 

has requested that donations in his 

honor be given to this program, which 

can be sent to the East Africa Partner-

ship address and marked with his 

name.  All of us who work with the EAP 

or who have benefited from its ministry 

owe Dick Grace a huge debt of grati-

tude for his life of faithful service and 

the founding of the Partnership. 

Elder Dick Grace led the first trip to 

Kenya to investigate the possibility of a 

relationship between Limuru and Los 

Ranchos Presbyteries.  When he re-

turned, his report served as the foun-

dation of the Partnership that has 

grown into the EAP.  

On his subsequent 

trips, Dick began 

pursuing clean wa-

ter for the people of 

Kenya, and began 

the process of drill-

ing water wells.  He 

oversaw an early 

investment in rental 

homes, which pro-

vided income for the 

Womenõs Guild as they created the 

Limuru Home for Girls.  With the profits 

of those programs, Limuru Presbytery 

was able to plant several thriving 

churches in Tanzaniañthe origin of 

their commitment to spread the bless-

ings of our Partnership to others.  The 

Kenyans called him òMutonyi,ó which 

means òdignified emissary.ó 

A former narcotics officer, Dick accept-

ed a position as a professor at Cal

§ Nanyuki Farm:  An agreement has 

been signed to allow the EAP to pro-

ceed with farming at Nanyuki.  At least 

30 acres will be under development.  

The land at Nanyuki receives abun-

dant rainfall and remains the most 

fertile land that has been evaluated. 

§ New Partners:  The Nanyuki County 

Council has joined with the EAPL, 

working together to improve the lives 

of the people in their region.   

§ Blessed to be a Blessing:  Nairasirasa, 

where the EAP has established a med-

ical clinic in a very poor area, has 

come together to help others who are 

in need.  They have donated 96 desks 

for students, begun a program to help 

the invalid, and provided food to vic-

tims of the drought. 

§ New Kitchen and Fence at Boys 

Home:  The Boys Home in Narok is 

finally getting some much-needed 

upgrades.  They had previously been 

cooking the meals for all of the boys 

out of a simple storeroom attached to 

the dining hall.  With new funding they 

will build a dedicated kitchenña devel-

opment the workers there are ecstatic 

about!  Fencing has also been provid-

ed to finish enclosing the compound.

In the meantime, with all the 

time that Iõve saved by not 

writing an EAP newsletter 

every few months, I managed 

to write a book and get it 

published!

The book is titled My Grand-

father's War, and it's the 

combined story of my grand-

father's imprisonment in a 

Nazi POW camp in World War 

II and my experience taking 

care of him at the end of his 

life, after he went through 

open-heart surgery.  I began 

interviewing him several 

months before his operation, 

learning about his capture at 

the Battle of the Bulge and 

his liberation by the tanks of 

General Patton.  Over 103 

days in the prison camp he 

lost nearly 60 pounds and 

several close friends to the 

bitter cold and starvation 

fare.  When he returned 

home, he didnõt mention his 

time in Stalag IXB for more 

than 50 years.   

After his heart surgery, my 

grandfather came to live with 

me, his òfirst sergeantó as he 

called me, while I oversaw his 

recovery.  Along the way, our 

relationship changed from a 

boy and his Papa to two men, 

seeing each other for the first 

time.   

Called a cross between Flags 

of Our Fathers and Tuesdays 

with Morrie, the book

(Contõd from pg.1) agreements with 

most of our partners in East Africa.  In 

total, twelve new committees have 

been created, bringing in fresh exper-

tise and leadership.  Serving on these 

groups are national and local politi-

cians, members of the Ministry of 

Health, pastors and elders from other 

Presbyteries, leaders of Kikuyu Hospi-

tal and Presbyterian University, and 

representatives of the youth.  Two coor-

dinators, Nahashan Mbiu and James 

Mbugua, along with Chairman John 

Kirui, handle the communication with 

EAP, holding a weekly conference call 

with our coordinator.  This new format 

also allows the Committee Heads to 

communicate directly with their coun-

terparts in the United States, empower-

ing more people to assume roles of 

responsibility in the Partnership. 

The EAPL has assumed control of most 

of the programs of the Partnership, and 

the benefits are already apparent.  The 

medical program is continuing to grow, 

adding new dispensaries and working 

with Kikuyu Hospital to develop a new, 

mission-based hospital in Nairobi.  The 

large-scale farming projects in Nyeri, 

Nanyuki, and Presbyterian University 

are ongoing, and others are ready to 

begin.  Already the EAPL has signed or 

agreed to sign agreements with most of 

the various local government organiza-

tions, the Ministry of Health, hospitals, 

dispensaries, the Tumaini Home, pres-

byteries, universities, and farming pro-

grams that have been involved in the 

Partnership. 

The creation of the EAPL is particularly 

important, as the past year has been 

tumultuous for Limuru Presbytery.  A 

changeover in Limuruõs leadership has 

caused internal discord, third-party 

disputes, and the possibility of a split 

into three separate presbyteries.  Re-

grettably, during this time a small 

group of Limuruõs leaders began taking 

actions without the approval of the Part-

nership Committee, the Limuru Presby-

tery, or Los Ranchosõ East Africa Commit-

tee.  Many of these actions violated the 

Partnershipõs mutual Covenant, raising 

questions about the motives and health 

of the Limuru leaders who initiated them.  

Because of these violations, including 

credible reports of financial impropriety 

and misconduct, the Los Ranchos Pres-

bytery has terminated the relationship 

with Limuru Presbytery, although they 

have offered to renew the ties with Li-

muru once the leadership has changed. 

While the ongoing problems in Limuru 

have affected very few of the EAP pro-

grams, it has created significant issues 

for the Girlsõ Home.  Limuru Presbytery 

has seized control of the Home and is 

rejecting all aid and funds from the EAP.  

This has resulted in less food, a drop in 

academic performance, no new uniforms 

or school supplies, and more health 

problems for the girls.  The EAP has been 

working to deliver food and other essen-

tials, such as uniforms, through third-

party sources, and doing everything pos-

sible to mitigate the circumstances for 

the children.  The Limuru Municipal 

Council, a 

longtime 

partner 

and sup-

porter of 

the Home, 

is working 

to restore 

operation 

of the 

orphan-

age to the 

original Board of Directors and EAPL.  

Similar problems exist on a smaller scale 

at the Boys Home. 

In conclusion, it has been a challenging 

year in the Partnership.  We have been 

deeply saddened and disappointed by 

the actions of Limuruõs leadership, and 

even more so by the effect it has had on 

the children in the Homes.  But we can 

also celebrate - because of the founding 

of the EAPL, the increase in new leader-

ship and involvement, the signed agree-

ments with our various partners, and the 

universal growth in our programs ð that 

the Partnership has emerged stronger 

than ever, prepared to meet the chal-

lenges of the future and to continue 

serving the people of East Africa. 

This year saw the EAP shatter records 

in almost all aspects of the ministry.  

Donations more than doubled, surpas-

sing $400,000 for the financial year.  

The number of containers shipped to 

Kenya showed a similar increase, filled 

with donated medical equipment, medi-

cation, and items for the Homes.  Sev-

en hospitals across the country are now 

benefiting from the medical equipment 

sent by the EAP.  The first crop was 

harvested in Nyeri, marking the begin-

ning of EAPõs large-scale farming pro-

grams.  All but one of established dis-

pensaries are now self-sustaining, and 

six new clinics were added in the last 

year.   

Finally, the Vice President of Uganda 

broke away from meetings at the United 

Nations to contact the EAP and request 

our help in improving the health care in 

their country.  The Medical Board is 

currently analyzing the status of medi-

cal care in Uganda and will be working 

with the Ugandan government to make 

recommendations and determine ways 

in which we can work together.
